POINT 1: GOD IS ANNOUNCING A NEW SEASON
King James use the world “Behold”, I will do a new thing.”
The word “behold” is a divine interruption.  God is saying, “Pay attention. Don’t miss this.”

Many people are so focused on what God
did that they miss what God is doing.

POINT 2: A NEW SEASON REQUIRES A NEW MINDSET
“Be not conformed… but be transformed.”
You cannot carry old thinking into a new season.

The greatest barrier to your future is often
not the devil, it’s outdated thinking.

POINT 3: DISCERN THE TIME AND KNOW WHAT TO DO
“The sons of Issachar understood the times.”

Many people know the Bible.
Few know the season.

Issachar teaches us that spiritual maturity is not just knowing Scripture; it’s recognizing what God is emphasizing right now, in the moment, in this particular season. 

Understanding without action is wasted revelation.
